Wake on LAN Setup 

To remotely wake up a receiver you will need to enable Wake-On LAN on that receiver in both the BIOS (if available) (Power Management Setup ( Wake-Up by PCI Card (Enabled) and in the Windows network settings for that remote machine.
You then need to have an app that sends a “Magic Packet” to that remote receiver. The free app that has been used in the past is “WOL – Magic Packet”. Any Magic Packet sender software should work although only this version has been verified to work. This application can be downloaded at this link:

To enable Wake on LAN on a network controller in Windows XP perform the instruction below. (Slight variations may apply)
1. Open Control Panel 

2. Select Network Settings and then double-click on Local Area Connection and select Properties 

3. Click on the Configure button for your network controller and select the Advanced tab

4. Select Wake On Settings and then select Wake On Magic Packet

5. Click OK
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The WOL software needs to know the MAC address and IP address of the network controller of the receiver. 

1. Open Control Panel 

2. Select Network Settings and then double-click on Local Area Connection and select Properties 

3. Click on the Support tab and click on Details
4. Write down the “Physical Address (MAC)” and IP address

5. Close out all open windows
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Launch the WOL software and enter the information for the receiver as shown below. Enter a name for the receiver in the “Profile” and click on the blue/purple “Save” button. This will enable you to reselect the “Receiver Profile” in the future without re-entering required information. Repeat this process for additional receivers.
To wake the remote receiver, click on the send button. If all parameters are correct, the remote receiver should turn on. 
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It should be noted, that this software can only wake one receiver at a time. Alternate software may be available with additional functionality and the ability to wake a string of receivers.
